Tour Suggestions  

House on the Rock and International Crane Foundation - It’s a place of mystery and intrigue.  It’s a unique place where memories of a lifetime are truly made.  Wisconsin’s #1 tourist attraction plays host to over half a million visitors each year. In the early 1940’s a man named Alex Jordan discovered a 60-foot chimney rock in the Wyoming Valley. He decided to build a house on the sandstone formation called Deer Shelter Rock. The house was built as a weekend retreat and was never intended to be a tourist attraction. After people kept coming to see the architectural wonder, Jordan eventually started taking 50-cent donations. He took all the money received and put it into creating new buildings and exhibits. Now, 50 years later, the House on the Rock is home to a 14-room house, 12 specialty shops, the World's Largest Carousel, restaurants and many other sights and exhibits. After the lunch we will travel via coach through the Wisconsin countryside stopping for lunch along the way.  Lunch included at the historic “Old Feed Mill Restaurant” in Mezomanie.  After lunch we will visit the International Crane Foundation (ICF) which is committed to a future where all crane species are secure - a future where people cooperate to protect and restore wild populations and their ecosystems. During your visit, you may see the Wattled Cranes gracefully dancing in their grassland enclosure, or hear the haunting calls of the Red-crowned Cranes. You will also see the Sarus crane, the tallest flying bird in the world. At the Amoco Whooping Crane Exhibit, you can observe one of the world’s rarest birds, the Whooping crane, in a wetland exhibit. You may also want to explore our nature trails through oak savanna, wetlands and tall grass prairie and learn about ecosystem restoration and preservation.

Taliesin – Hiding quietly in the rolling hills of Wyoming Valley is perhaps the most significant work of Frank Lloyd Wright, famed architect and luminary of the 20th century.  Tour the home and architectural school of the world-renowned architect Frank Lloyd Wright. The complex includes six Wright structures including Wright's home and Hillside School, and a Visitor Center.  Several different tour options are available.  Enjoy lunch at the historic “Old Feed Mill Restaurant”.  After lunch, we’ll stop at the Mount Horeb Mustard Museum, a museum that literally “cuts the mustard”. Millions have seen it on TV (Oprah, The Food Network) and in print media (People, Smithsonian).   What’s all the fuss about?  Mustard!  The museum is home to the largest collection of mustards and mustard memorabilia on the planet.  It’s Mustard Heaven.  Take a tour and visit the gift shop where they have as many as 500 mustards and other gourmet treats.  Samples are available of most items.

A guided tour takes you past a varied collection of colorful stalactites, stalagmites, columns, and other formations.  Then, it’s on to Botham Vineyards & Winery.   Take a walking tour of the vineyard and winery and then return to the big, red, circa-1900 “hung” barn which houses the gallery and gift shop.  Here, wine tastings are offered.  Your next stop is lunch before visiting the Mt. Horeb Mustard Museum, a museum that literally “cuts the mustard”. Then, check out the coach shed filled with restored wooden passenger, freight cars, and displays from the turn of the century.  Also at the end of the line at Quartzite Lake, a new display explains how a steam locomotive and a diesel locomotive work. Upper Dell’s Boat Tour - No visit to Wisconsin Dells is complete without a firsthand look at the magnificent scenery that first made “The Dells” famous.  As the areas oldest attraction, Dell’s Boat Tours have treated generations of visitors to unique views of towering sandstone cliffs and tall tales of characters who traversed the Wisconsin River through history.  Embark on a Dell’s boat tour and indulge your senses.  See what has drawn travelers to the Dells for more than 150 years.  The Upper Dell’s tour makes (2) scenic shore landings: get off the boat and view the famous leap-of-the-chasm at Stand Rock.  Take a stroll through a hidden canyon at Witches Gulch, where a rushing stream and “Witches Falls” roar beneath the walkway.  You’ll find the cool air and beautiful variety of ferns and mosses of the canyon very refreshing!
